What a privilege it has 
been to serve this church 
for the past fourteen 
years. Even before I was 
offered this position, I 
knew that Park Avenue 
was a church that had a 
desire to move forward in 
ministering to the Texoma 
community. And that   
desire has resulted in 
growth. 
 

In the past fourteen years 
we have been blessed by increase in almost every measurable area ï worship has grown 
from 250 to over 400; the ministry budget has more than doubled; missionary support has 
more than tripled; summer youth programs have expanded; small groups have brought a 
new intimacy to our church; community outreach has grown; and corporate worship has 
reached greater heights of relevancy and expression. We have seen the hand of God     
working through this congregation. 
  

This growth has come with hurdles to clear, but at every turn the leadership of this church 
has maintained an attitude of moving forward. Auditorium space became limited, so we 
moved forward with additional pews. Classrooms became crowded, so we moved forward 
making two large classrooms out of 4 smaller ones; parking was running out, so we moved 
forward with an additional lot; auditorium space became limited again, so we moved forward 
and expanded the auditorium; our expanding ministry needs called for an additional minister, 
so we moved forward and hired another minister; transporting our growing youth group    
became a challenge, so we moved forward and purchased a bus. At every turn, when faced 
with a growth challenge, we have continually moved forward.  
  

We find ourselves once again at a hurdle ï this one larger than any one we have faced since 
moving here to Park Avenue 20 years ago.  We have reached the point where our ministries 
cannot grow any further in our current facility. The leadership of this church has prayed many 
prayers about what to do next, and we have concluded that our next step is to build an     
additional facility to house the growing ministries of the Park Avenue church.  
  

I admit, clearing this hurdle is scary. The challenge is great.  But I know throughout our    
history that God has blessed and rewarded our decision to move forward.  Why would I   
expect anything different as we face this challenge? 
  

So what should we do in the face of this recent growth challenge?  Over my 14 years here I 
have heard only one answer to that question.
